Hood blew up and sank to the bottom of the Alantic, taking the
lives of 1,418 men with her. Her sinking was met with disbelief
both in England and around the world; the formerly invincible
Royal Navy now seemed very vulnerable. Author Dr Andrew
Norman explores the events leading up to the disaster and the
legacy left in its wake. His research includes reports from both
the Royal Naval Museum and German naval records, and many
of the photographs included are previously unpublished....
